Academic Advantage Scholarship for eligible campus
degree program candidates will vary:

Associate’s degree students may earn up to $5,000 for their first
academic year, and a total of $7,500 for all academic years.

Bachelor's degree students may earn up to $6,000 for their first
academic year, and a total of $15,000 for all academic years.

Master’'s degree students may earn up to $4,000 for their first
academic year, and a total of $6,000 for all academic years.

Applicants are able to meet eligibility each Full Sail
academic year based on academic performance as
outlined below.

of 19 or higher

Receive an award in a subsequent academic year if their
Full Sail University cumulative GPA is 3.0 or higher

+ Upon Round 2 notification, semifinalists will submit
a completed scholarship application, a copy of their
high school transcript, and an official SAT or ACT score
via the student Full Sail One website by Wednesday,
January 17, 2024.

Semifinalists who submit an original project that meets
eligibility criteria and possess a high school GPA of 3.8,
an SAT score of 1133, or an ACT score of 25 and above
will qualify for Finalist status.

Finalists will be notified by Friday, January 19, 2024
regarding their eligibility to participate in Round 3,
the whiteboard problem solving competition held
